*If you want to get your quilting done before class: Cut a 7” strip off your outer fabric and set aside
(this will be for the handle). Then layer your outer fabric, batting and inner fabric- pin together closely
and quilt. When you get to class we will cut out the pieces and get them sewn together.

Hot iron Carrier / Ironing Mat

Never wait for your hot iron to cool again. Set your hot iron on the mat, draw up the strings
and carry it home. When open it can be used for an ironing mat.

Supplies: 2/3 yard of "Iron Quick Quilted Fabric". You can purchase this from Nancy's
Notions QIQY42 for $12.95 a yard. It is 42 inches wide which allows you to make 2 carriers.

1 1/4 yard 100% cotton fabric
3 yards 100% cotton cording (3/16" - 3/8" diameter)
Thread to match fabric

NOTE: It is important to use all cotton materials as the heat of the iron will melt synthetics.

CUTTING:

You can cut the iron mat fabric to 22" X 30"

Cut quilting fabric to 24" X 34"

Cut 2 strips from quilting fabric 7" X the width of the fabric (44")
