Notions QIQY42  for $12.95 a yard.   It is 42 inches w ide which allows you to make 2 carriers.  

1 1/4 yard 100% cotton fabric  

3 yards 100% cotton cording (3/16" -  3/8" diameter)  

Thread to match fabric  

NOTE:   It is important to use all cotton materials as the heat of the iron will melt synthetics.  

CUTTING :  

You can cut the iron mat fabric to 22" X 30"  

Cut quilting fabric to 24" X 34"  

Cut 2 strips from quilting fabric 7" X the width of the fabric (44")
